The staff and volunteers of policy forum guyana decided that every friday before the competition,
this process was conducted with the use of tubs and bucketdesBogre places into tubs and
buckets to soak in warm soapy water fek®minutes, labels were then scraped off using a knife,
the insides of the bottles were cleaned out using a bottle brush. After bottles were thoroughly
cleaned they were then drieddgplaced into boxes to be sent to the Artists to be decorated.
